Making the edge
[1] Draw a box 4.5"by 4.5". Then change it into guide lines.

[2] According to the guide line, Draw a horizontal line, 4.5”
wide. Set its color: R(185)G(185)B(185), line weight: 1point.

[3] Leave the line selected,
choose Effect / Distort&Transform / Zig Zag

Enter the settings shown in the figure below. Click OK.

[4] Keep the line still selected,
choose Object / Expand Appearance

[5] Use the Direct Selection tool (white arrow) select only the
m left most anchor point. Then on the keyboard, press down
arrow 4 times until it touches the guide line.

Use the same way to move the right most anchor point up
until it touches the guide line.

[6] Duplicate this line to get a copy. Move the copy to the
bottom. Then make another copy, rotate it 90 degrees and put
it on the left side. Follow the square guide lines, piece all 3 lines
together. At last, duplicate the let side vertical line and make
another vertical copy and move it to the right side.
