Course Description

Art 378 will provide a general introduction to the theory and practice of user interface design. Our emphasis will
be on the design of 2D graphical user interfaces. We will survey the basic interactive design skills that have been
used for web sites. This project-based course is focused on the application of the usability designing process,
including analysis, design, prototyping and testing. Topics include: User patterns, Designing for scanning,
Navigation design, Home page layout, Usability testing. Dreamweaver CS3 will be used in this class. The course
prerequisite is Art 277 Introduction to Web Design.

Course Objective

This course provides designers with theoretical knowledge and practical experience in the fundamental aspects
of web interface design. The main goal of this course is to enable students to analyze and create interactive
works from the perspectives of graphics design and user-centered interaction design.

Required Materials
